Advanced water is open to all over 18 months. Non-competitive swim is open to any dog. Working carts is open to any dog over 12 months. Decorated carts cannot be pulled by any dog under 12
months. Obedience Novice is open to any dog over 6 months who has not been placed in any obedience competition (including Water Trials, not including Good Citizens), Obedience Open is open

to all over 6 months. Note: These ages apply to the date of the Trials.
